- a Few Words
about the
Association

Our association was founded in 1991 with the aim of supporting and developing internatio-
nal voluntary activities. The main purpose of our association is to give opportunities to people
to help others through their own voluntary work. We think voluntary work helps not only those
who receive the benefits of it but also enriches those who contribute to it. We strive to support
and encourage voluntary work as a primary vehicle for creating tolerance and understanding
with the view to promoting sustainable and equitable global relations.

INEX-SDA has its main office in Prague and a training centre in Kostelecké Horky, a small village
in Eastern Bohemia. Apart from these there are three other branches of INEX-SDA, one in Brno, the
second biggest city in the Czech Republic, one in Tvarozné Lhota, a small village in Southern Moravia
and one in already mentioned Kostelecke Horky. Each branch has their own individual activities.

The Prague office administers mainly:

1. Sending Volunteers Abroad - offering Czech
volunteers the choice of 2000 world wide projects to par-
ticipate on which range from two weeks up to one year.

2. Development education — we aim to inform the
Czech public about the realities of life in developing
countries. We send volunteers there who, after the-
ir return, go and educate the public about their experi-
ences and newly gained knowledge from the countries
they visited.

The training centre in Kostelecké
Horky administers mainly:

1. Sending Volunteers Abroad

Volunteer projects are taking place all over the world and
the type of work is very varied — from the renewal of historical
buildings through working in nature parks to working with children
and refugees. The work doesn’t usually require any specific qualifi-
cations; the most important thing is motivation. Before leaving for
a project everybody is trained according to the needs of the coun-
try they go to.

Short-term international projects (workcamps)

These are the most popular volunteer projects. They last two to
three weeks and the aim is not just the work itself but also getting to
know the place and the culture of the place better and also making new
contacts with other volunteers from different countries. Volunteers are
provided accommodation and food for free; they must only arrange and
pay for their travel.

Mid- and long-term volunteer projects

The mid-term projects last anything from between one to three
months. The long-term projects last between three months and one
year. These types of projects are more beneficial to the receiving side
in terms of the quality of the help they are getting and at the same
time it also brings more experience and skill to the volunteer at the
end of it.

Apart from these volunteer projects INEX-SDA also sends volun-
teers to the projects of the European Voluntary Service (EVS). The
EVS is a part of the informal educational program of the European

Commission called Youth in Action. These can be anything between
two and twelve months in duration and their remit is mainly work with
children and youth, social work, ecology and culture.

2. Development Education

INEX-SDA has been encouraging development education since
2002. We require, and support volunteers who come back from the
countries of the Global South to share their experiences and inform the
public about the issues these countries face and contribute this way to
their improvement. Our main activities in development education are:

A. GLEN program and

B. Football for Development project.

A. GLEN (Global Education Network of Young Europeans) is
based on the cooperation of twelve European not-for-profit organi-
sations mainly from the new EU member states. GLEN gives young
people a chance to gain experience in development cooperation
and development education. At the same time it contributes to the
widening of the European public’s knowledge of the issues facing
developing countries.

B. Football for Development is an intercultural project using
sport and education as means of informing the public about the
low quality of life and poverty in the African slums. Already in its
second year INEX-SDA hosted several boys and girls and their coa-
ches from the Nairobi organisation MYSA. They took part in a one
month long campaign consisting of several events in three regions
of the Czech Republic — the football matches, seminars and school
debates — all of which were very successful.
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This is a message of one of the Kenyan visitors to the Czech youth:

"My name is George Songo and I am nineteen years old. In our
home we are five children - three boys and two girls. Me and my
twin brother, whose name is John, are the youngest. We all live in
Nairobi. I am happy to be in the Czech Republic because I have seen
a lot of different things like lifestyle, kind people and people wor-
king together. I wish I was born here in the Czech Republic with my
family. I would like to tell Czech youth that they should give thanks
to their parents, because we in Nairobi would like to live the way
you live here but our parents cannot afford it. Please take this mess-
age to your youth, they should thank that they were not born in
Mathare. Please pray for us in Mathare to live a better life.”

3. Accepting Volunteers for Voluntary
Projects in the Czech Republic

Every year we organise around 40 two to three week international
volunteer projects. The volunteers for example work on the reconstruction
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of historical buildings, help in nature parks or work at the children camps.
In 2007, the Prague office also started hosting EVS volunteers who help
with sending volunteers abroad and development education activities.

4. Trainings

These are the trainings of the volunteers before their assignments but
also other trainings and evaluations, international meetings and seminars.

2007

Ten years ago the main motivation for most of our volunteers was
getting to know new countries and cultures and improving their lan-
guage skills. Today’s volunteer though wants to help where it’s real-
ly needed. International volunteering matches the desire for personal
skills development with intercultural learning and providing assistan-
ce where it is most required. It has become a more attractive alterna-
tive to paid work experience.

To summarise — 2007 has been a successful year for INEX-SDA. We
oversaw an increase in the number of volunteers taking up both short-
and long-term projects. In all we sent around 700 volunteers abroad
and received about 300 volunteers for work in the Czech Republic.
Very well acclaimed were all of our over 20 educational events on
development issues. Due to a healthy financial performance in 2007
we concluded the year with some profit which will be used to further
develop INEX-SDA's activities in the future years.
